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Bilingual coverage rationale and explanation

1. We explicitly share our History provision with ecole de Wix. This approach is approved by the Bilingual Committee which oversees the Bilingual Stream provision on
behalf of Q1E and AEFE/LFCG.

Our shared coverage meets all English and French National Curriculum requirements.

Please note:

In order to ensure coverage of both National Curricula, without repeating knowledge and skills, occasionally some English NC objectives in KS1 and KS2
are taught in French and vice versa.

Coverage in Purple denotes what this is exclusively taught in French, but covers English NC expectations

Coverage in red denotes units unique to the bilingual provision

KUW in Reception Bilingual and Humanities (and Science) in Year 1 Bilingual are faught via shared topics to support pupils’ early language acquisition, to
prepare them to be able to access their bilingual learning as they progress through the Bilingual Stream.

Coverage in Green denotes History learning in French within the French NC; as such, this learning is outside and/or beyond the English NC

The Bilingual History Curriculum is organized to be as in-line with our mainstream provision as possible. This is fo ensure that pupils across the school have the
opportunity to learn together and simultaneously. Where this is not the case, it is either in order to respect ARE and coverage differences between the
national curricula, or to make the most of the opportunities provided by this bilingual and bicultural environment.
